Dear Parishioners,

Afterwards one of my men listeners, said… “Father you talked for 11 and one half minutes.” Like he was saying, Hey shape it up and follow your own suggestion.  


I haven’t been cooking as much lately… I have to be careful that I don’t lose my edge. I haven’t done a crock pot for weeks. It is my turn tonight… so I am going to call William to see what his evening schedule is.  Well… I just called him and he just had some dental procedure where he will need soft foods. So I will cook tomorrow as my expertise is not soft foods.


I am going to wind down here. So much for my this time rambling. I am looking forward to this coming weekend dinner-dance. I’ll probably eat more than I dance… as I am out of practice in the latter department. I used to do a lot of dancing when I was in my teenage years and young adult stage of life.
