William doesn’t take much time off, so I am glad to see that he is having these days away… he loves the beach. I used to go down there some years ago and have always enjoyed the Pacific Ocean too, but haven’t gotten down there for the past few years.

Last week I finally got out the old crock pot and cooked a rump roast… it was almost too large to get in the pot, but both William and I figured it should be taken out of the freezer as it had been there over a year…. but it was good… and made good sandwiches for the next few days after its big release from the pot for a supper we had together. 


The weather has been fairly good lately… a little more sunshine and a good deal more warmth… it was like the winter extended into spring this year.

So I have continued to go swimming a few times a week and that is good for limbering my body a little. I notice though that I am growing slowly more stiff, especially when I am sitting down for a while. So the inevitable process of old age and all its symptoms are moving in on me. Unfortunately doctors can’t cure these aging problems… no matter how many pills you take.

I have been in touch with old friends… like 70 year friends and I usually call them on the phone… I used to write letters, but I don’t do that much anymore. It is more satisfying to spend some time talking together… and also you don’t have to wait for an answer for a long time. I just called my best friend from high school days and he has some memory problems, but is otherwise pretty healthy. I knew a nun some years ago… who was working at the seminary and I asked her one day about one of her sisters… And she told me that the sister had just died at 93… and that she had a healthy body, because she had walked 5 miles a day for years… but that her mind was gone. 


Then this sister told me that she had been thinking about that and she decided to give up exercise.   She was just funny, but I am sure no doctor would agree to one doing that… but I don’t think she consulted a doctor about it.


I don’t have any long distance vacation plans, I am lucky I am still driving. Giving up driving is sort of finally giving up on one’s independence. No wonder few people want to give up driving. At the monastery they took away the keys from a couple of the older monks… they were evidently a danger to society in continuing to drive. I hope when I stop, I will stop graciously.

Goodbye for now and let us always keep each other in our prayers.
